Dear Planning Board Members: 

Please accept this correspondence from the Town of Natick Board of Selectmen regarding the potential renewal of a special permit by ADESA Boston, Inc. for accessory storage/parking of automobiles on its property on Western Avenue. While we have no comment regarding the technical use of the subject site for the intended purpose, we have very strong opinions regarding the truck traffic accessing the site for ADESA operations. 
The ADESA truck travel through the community of Natick has been extensive, impacts the condition of Speen Street and affects the quality of life in the West Natick neighborhood. The south portion of Speen Street is in moderately poor repair, with limited sidewalks and many children living nearby. The ADESA trucks, which are the largest number of commercial trucks using this very rural roadway, continue to cause great wear to the roadway. Recently an over loaded car carrier from ADESA dug gouges within the pavement and was cited by the Natick Police for the damage as well as being overloaded. As an impact upon the residents along Speen Street, the banging noise created by the unloaded car carriers bouncing down Speen has impacted the neighborhood in a very negative fashion.

 It is our expectation that the negative impacts created by the ADESA trucking which impact our community also greatly affect residents in Sherborn who live near their travel pattern. We respectfully suggest a mitigation impact fee be placed upon ADESA to address wear and on local roadways, including Speen Street in Natick, and require sound mitigation measures to their empty car carriers to decrease their imposition upon residents.  

Thank you for your consideration in this matter which extends beyond municipal jurisdictional borders.
